       The "Me'il" (coat) that the Kohen wore contained bells. When 
the Kohen Gadol entered the Beit HaMikdash, the bells an-

nounced his arrival. From here Rabbi Yochanan teaches us the important Hala-
cha that we must knock on the door before entering a room.  
     Noah did not leave the Teivah (ark) until he requested permission from 
HaKadosh Baruch Hu. Why? He did not feel it would be right, since the Ribono 
Shel Olam was The One who instructed him to go onto the Teivah, Noach felt 
that it would not be right to disembark until he was granted reshut to do so.  
     A third instance that teaches us the importance of showing Derech Eretz  is 
the fact that Yosef HaTzaddik did not grab his jacket away from Eishet Potifar, 
since he felt that it would not be derech hakavod (respectful) to pull away his 
jacket from the person he worked for.  
He acted in this way even though doing so and leaving the jacket behind would 
get him into more trouble! (Sichot Mussar, Rabbi Chaim Shmuelevitz, 32:18)
